The Anglo Saxons travelled from Germany and
South Denmark and invaded and settled in
Britain after the Romans left AD450.
The Vikings had left Scandinavia to set out on
expedition to raid, trade and settle in Britain.
The Vikings were great traders and skilled
seafarers. Most were skilled at farming, fishing,
craftwork and hunting.
King Alfred of Wessex, also known as Alfred
the Great, initially fought the Vikings, also
known as the Danes. Then peace was agreed
and the country was divided into Wessex and
the Danelaw. These would eventually be
united into a united English kingdom.
As a result, from the conflict between the
Anglo-Saxons and Vikings, two new kingdoms
grew and Scotland and England became firmly
established.
Anglo-Saxon kings ruled England as well as
Danish kings.
The Viking and Anglo-Saxon rule ended in
1066, during the Battle of Hastings.
