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This term in Hedgehog Class we have been exploring 2 and 3 step problems applying multiplication, division, addition and subtraction.

Here are some word problems to have a go at when you’re at home!

Level 1

Year 2: Two Days of Two-Step Problems
Day 1: Number and Place Value, Addition and Subtraction
Problem 1: Adding and Subtracting with Tens and Ones
1. Sarah has 23 apples. She buys 15 more apples. How many apples does she have now?
2. Tom had 40 marbles. He gave 18 marbles to his friend. How many marbles does Tom have left?
Problem 2: Using Place Value to Solve Two-Step Problems
1. There are 34 red balloons and 27 blue balloons at the party. How many balloons are there altogether?
2. If 15 balloons fly away, how many balloons are left?

Day 2: Multiplication, Division, and Simple Fractions
Problem 1: Multiplication and Division in Context
1. Lucy has 5 boxes. Each box has 6 chocolates. How many chocolates does Lucy have in total?
2. There are 24 cookies. If 4 children share them equally, how many cookies does each child get?
Problem 2: Fractions and Sharing
1. Emma ate 1/4 of a pizza. If the pizza has 8 slices, how many slices did Emma eat?
2. Jack has 12 candies. He gives half of them to his sister. How many candies does Jack have?

1. Mia has 48 stickers. She gives 17 stickers to her friend and then buys 25 more. How many stickers does Mia have now?
2. A farmer has 63 apples. He packs them into boxes of 9 apples each. After packing, he sells 3 boxes. How many apples does he have left?
Day 2: Multiplication, Division, Fractions, and Problem Solving
1. There are 72 candies shared equally among 8 children. Each child eats 3 candies. How many candies are left?
2. A pizza is cut into 12 slices. If 2/3 of the pizza is eaten, how many slices remain?
